Opening Prayer by Rich Graham, President

HARLEY RAFFLE UPDATE:  Reported by Rich Graham.

- Thank you John Krayneski for sharing his booth at the Home Show – 47 Harley/Mustang Raffle Tickets were sold at this event.

- Father Greg and the Deacons met to promote the Harley/Mustang Raffle and handed out tickets after all Masses last weekend.  Fr. Greg gave a great talk after each of the Masses and this appears to have been a great success.

- 1 week ago raffle ticket sales were down by 150, however, after last weekend the sales could very well be at the same volume in sales as they were last year.

- Last year 750 tickets were sold in the last 2 weeks.

- Media advertising will begin in 1-2 weeks.  Economic Stimulus Checks & Income Tax Returns received could be used to purchase a ticket.

- May 17th  will be a 1 day advertising blitz and promotion to be held at Frank Stoysich Meats.  Every hour - on the hour - radio advertising and free hot dogs & brats.

- There was mention again about possibly having a booth at the June Jamboree to gather Alumni information. 

IT:  No Report - Tony Widhalm was unable to attend Meeting

JUNE JAMBOREE:  Reported by Rich Graham and Jeff Farber.

- St. Stan’s “Food Bible” was passed around for review.  This is a large 3-ring binder showing everything that needs to be done in preparation for the festival – where food preparation and sales are concerned.  It is very well done.     

- We need to get a handle on the prize situation.  Donations are needed.  Rich will meet with Jeff, Isaac and Ann in an effort to see what the prize situation is.

- Water Wars will be at the festival – need to locate.

- Jeff has been ordering supplies.

- May need to find a business to donate glasses for the nickel pitch.

- Need to keep the Silent Auction going, as it is a big money maker for the June Jamboree.  It appears that there is someone shadowing the Silent Auction Chairperson(s) to continue this very important tradition.

- It is not known if Grace has sent out letters for Booth Sponsorship.

- Tom and Al are running the food booth.

- There is a $55 fee to put Holy Ghost on the Beer, Meat Wheel and the 50 cent Tickets.

NOT YET DONE

- Pop/Water:  Ads offering pop for sale at below cost are usually found just prior to the festival.  Water – may be able to get a deal from Sam’s Club.

- Need to find out if Leonard & Robin Dworak are going to run the Grocery Booth this year.

- Will there be a “Stuffed Animal” Booth?

In the past, school children were allowed a free jeans day if they brought 2-Liter Pops to school for the festival. 

NEW NEWS:  By Al Aulner, who is making a presentation to all Committees about concerns regarding the current hood/fan System in the kitchen in the social hall.

- There is no fire suppression system in the hood system in the kitchen.  This creates a very dangerous situation during Lent when we serve the Fish Dinners due to both the method of cooking the fish and the volume of people in attendance.  

- Kitchen may be redone in the next couple of years, however, something needs to be done before next Lent.  Deep Fryers may be part of the re-model.

- Al has contacted ANSUL to get advice in regards to the possibility of inserting a fire system into the current hood – nothing is scheduled at this time.  

- If the hood is replaced, a fire suppression system is required.  This will be very costly and much sheet metal work will need to be done. 

- Rich promised to look into some options through the company he works for.  One of these options is to determine if it is possible to retrofit a system into the current hood system.  Rich will also set up Fire Extinguisher Training.

- Al Aulner and Jeff Belling are getting together to put together some options.

The Renovation Committee – Determines what needs to be done.

Clubs & Organizations – Help to raise funds for the various projects needed to be completed.

Finance Committee – Prioritizes projects and submits a plan.
